Artist’s comments: New artefacts from discarded materials comment on the throw away mentality of mass consumerism. 

Annabelle Collett has worked full time for over 30 years as a professional artist/designer/craftsperson. The main concepts that inform her art are contained within the historic/symbolic significance of motif, the social/political meaning of pattern on textiles and the abstract overlaying relationships between fashion, visual art and design.

Annabelle Collett makes sculptural elements with the principal medium being fabric, but sometimes mosaic, metal, other fibres and found objects. She applies many techniques to construct her work and utilises methods and skills from both art and craft arenas. She explores the abstract coverings of and about the body through explorations of the outer semblances. By questioning appearance and values, and by defying a sense of practicality, regular items take on new forms and meanings. Through her idiosyncratic fascinations with debris, leftovers and vintage remnants she challenges the preconceptions of materials and objects by incorporating the past into new imagery reflecting current concerns.

Louise Saxton Artist Statement – Weep 2009
Inspired by a weeping cherry tree in a friend’s garden and a 15th Century Islamic window carving of a tree-of-life, I imagined Weep as an inverted lung, referencing both personal encounters with lung disease and the idea that trees are the ‘lungs of the planet’.

Created from the salvaged needlework of anonymous others, Weep brings together innumerable embroidered and lace motifs to form a point of connection between garden and home and between past and present.  Being originally made in and for the home, this everyday needlework draws on a multitude of natural history prototypes found in the garden and as a child my first creative inspirations came from the home, in the form of embroidered tablecloths, doilies, and appliquéd clothing made by my mother and Nana. 

Now, fast becoming part of our throwaway culture the hand-crafted objects which first held the needlework in place, were gleaned on regular expeditions to op-shops and markets or donated by friends and relatives. Mimicking the painstaking process of the original needle workers, each motif has been carefully extracted using embroidery scissors and precariously pinned to a swathe of translucent bridal tulle.  Installed just a few centimetres off the wall, a third dimension is created through the play of light and shadow. 

Nestled within Weep’s decorative canopy are several vulnerable or endangered Australian fauna, which are outlined as negative shapes (the Pygmy Possum, the Koala, the Leadbeater Possum, the Red-tailed Black Cockatoo, the Gouldian Finch and the Helmeted Honeyeater). These empty spaces also reference lacework that, like most domestic needlework traditions, has also become vulnerable to extinction. Weep addresses therefore, a twofold concern for potential loss – of both domestic-art traditions and of Australian native species. My work with reclaimed textiles represents for me an ongoing silent collaboration; between my hand, as the one who salvages and reconstructs, and the anonymous hand of the original makers.
